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Why we use roundabouts

Improved safety -

Roundabouts show an 86% decrease in fatal crashes and a 42% overall decrease in the injury crash rate at
intersections.

Improved traffic flow -
Roundabouts handle high levels of traffic with less delay than most stop signs or signals.
