The Flaggermate
has adjustable flashing patterns that results in better visibility of the flaggers
and a safer worksite for everyone.

The Flaggermate is
made of high impact, durable, water resistant materials and is powered by a
long lasting rechargeable battery.

The project is being evaluated on time, money, and a reduction in injuries.

The pole breaks down into two pieces for back seat or toolbox
storage.
